1. An abstract of 50 – 120 words.  Provide the title and summarize the intent and content of the presentation.  This will be used by the committee to select speakers, and will be posted on the conference website with the conference program schedule.

2. Audio Visual requirements – A projector and screen will be provided in the room.  Note whether VGA or HDMI connections are needed and any other A/V needs.  Provide speaker’s contact information. Selected speakers will be contacted regarding any specific needs noted.

3. A speaker bio of 50-120 words.  This will be used at the conference to introduce the speaker, and may be posted on the conference website with the conference program.  
If your submission is selected you will receive a full conference registration (for the speaker only). Travel, hotel and meals are the responsibility of the presenter.

NOTICE TO VENDORS:  A limited number of sessions will be allocated for proposals submitted by vendors who are confirmed exhibitors and/or sponsors of the conference.  Speakers are urged to present educational content regarding the usage, technology and features involving their product sector, rather than a sales presentation.
